Dear Mayor and Council Members:

In the fall of 1998 Maple & Union LLC requested that the City of Danbury discontinue
Union Avenue and convey a parcel of city-owned property to it as part of a proposal to construct
an affordable housing complex on adjacent property. You may recall that in early 1999 the
Common Council granted that request, subject to certain conditions dealing with the timetable for
commencement and completion the project.  Since then Maple & Union LLC has begun the
project and has requested that we complete the transfer of the city lot and the exchange of
related easements.

Based on discussions with Patricia A. Ellsworth, Assistant City Engineer, | believe that
some clarification of the city's 1999 action would best serve the interests of the petitioner, the city
and the neighboring property owners. In particular, although it was the intention of the city, as
discussed during Common Council committee deliberations on the subject, to retain rights to
municipal utilities located within Union Avenue, the minutes do not fully reflect that discussion.

Accordingly, | have prepared the attached resolution for your review. If you are inclined
to do so, | recommend that you consider its adoption at the March Council meeting. In that way,
we may complete the conveyance of appropriate rights to Maple & Union LLC and it may make
further progress on the project.

LICENSE AGREEMENT

THIS LICENSE is granted this day of , 2001 by the City of
Danbury, 155 Deer Hill Avenue, Danbury, Connecticut (hereinafter "CITY") to Grace Napoleon,
of the City of Danbury, County of Fairfield and State of Connecticut (hereinafter "LICENSEE");

WHEREAS, the LICENSEE occupies property located at 262 Main Street in Danbury as
lessee and operates a restaurant known as "Coffee, Please" thereon; and

WHEREAS, the CITY is responsible for maintenance and control of the sidewalk area
adjacent to said property; and

WHEREAS, the LICENSEE wishes to obtain a license from the CITY permitting it to use
a portion of said sidewalk as described herein for the purpose of providing outdoor seating to
restaurant patrons;

WITNESSETH

1. THAT the CITY does hereby grant a non-transferable, revocable license to the
LICENSEE to allow the said LICENSEE to use the property described below for purposes of
providing outdoor seating to restaurant patrons during the term of this license, subject to the
further provisions hereof.

2. This license shall commence on the day first above written and shall continue, unless
sooner terminated in accordance with the terms hereof, for a term of ten (10) years upon
payment of an annual license fee of One Dollar ($1.00).

3. The property to which this license relates is described as follows:

All that certain piece or parcel of land containing 133 square feet, more or
less, located on the westerly side of Main Street beginning at a point
approximately 41.4 feet north of the southeasterly corner of the building on the
north side of Library Place (No. 256 Main Street) said distance being measured
along the easterly face of the buildings, said point being the southeasterly corner
of No. 262 Main Street and the point or place of beginning of this parcel; thence
along a line generally perpendicular to the building a distance-of 6.2 feet, more or
less, to a point; thence turning an angle of approximately 90 degrees and running
along a line a distance of approximately 19.5 feet, more or less, to a point;
thence turning an angle of approximately 90 degrees and running along a line a
distance of 7.5 feet, more or less, to a point, said point being the northeasterly
corner of No. 262 Main Street.

Note: No encroachment into the 7 foot wide diamond patterned sidewalk area
shall be permitted.

4. Although it is contemplated that the licensed premises shall be used for outdoor seating
by patrons of Coffee, Please and accordingly, it is expected that the LICENSEE shall place
tables and chairs within said area, the LICENSEE shall nevertheless obtain written approval
from the Director of the Danbury Planning Department prior to making any alteration or
modification to, or placing any private property upon, the licensed premises.



5. This license shall automatically terminate upon the expiration or termination of the
LICENSEE'S lease of the property currently occupied by Coffee, Please at 262 Main Street in
Danbury, Connecticut. ~ Further, either party may terminate this license without obligation or
liability of any kind to the other as a result of said termination, upon not less than thirty (30) days
prior written notice to the non-terminating party. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the CITY shall
have the right to terminate this LICENSE at its sole option and in its sole discretion, without
obligation or liability of any kind to the LICENSEE and with less than the aforementioned thirty
(30) days’ notice, in the event of an emergency or unforeseen condition if the interests of the
public so require.

6.  During the term hereof, LICENSEE shall take out and maintain such Comprehensive
General Liability Insurance as will protect it and the CITY from claims for damages for personal
injury, including accidental or wrongful death, as well as claims for property damages, which
may arise from actions or omissions in the course of the use of the licensed property, whether
such actions or omissions are undertaken by the LICENSEE or by any contractor or
subcontractor hired by or on behalf of the LICENSEE or by anyone directly or indirectly
employed by or acting on behalf of any of the foregoing entities. The minimum limits of such
insurance shall be as follows;

Bodily Injury Liability
and - $1,000,000.00 (combined)
Property Damage Liability each occurrence

Prior to the execution of this agreement, certificates of such insurance shall be filed with
the CITY for its review. All policies of insurance shall be subject to the approval of the CITY with
regard to the adequacy of the protection they purport to provide. THE CITY SHALL BE
NAMED AS AN ADDITIONAL INSURED ON EACH SUCH POLICY. Insurance companies
providing coverage hereunder shall be licensed by the State of Connecticut or otherwise
acceptable to the CITY. Full disclosure of all exclusions shall be provided with respect to all
required coverages. All policies relating to this agreement shall be written so that the CITY
SHALL BE NOTIFIED OF CANCELLATION OR CHANGE AT LEAST THIRTY (30) DAYS
PRIOR to the effective date of such cancellation or change.

Certificates of insurance shall be filed in triplicate with the CITY and shall state the limits
of liability and the expiration date for each policy and type of coverage. Renewal certificates
covering the renewal of all policies expiring during the life of this agreement shall be filed with
the CITY not less than ten (10) days before the expiration of such policies.

The LICENSEE agrees that in the event that one or more claims are paid under policies
containing an aggregate coverage limit, it shall immediately notify the CITY thereof and at the
same time shall either reinstate the limits of said policy or policies or obtain a new policy or
policies providing for full coverage in accordance with the limits established herein. Said
replacement coverage shall be obtained within twenty-four (24) hours and the CITY shall be
notified thereof within said time.

7. The LICENSEE agrees that it shall indemnify and save harmiess the CITY and any of its
officers, agents, employees, who may be named as co-defendants in any claim or suit, on
account of any and all claims, damages, losses, judgments, litigation expenses and legal
counsel fees arising out of injuries to persons (including death) sustained by or alleged to have
been sustained by the officers, employees or agents of the CITY or by any officers, employees,



agents of the LICENSEE or by any business invitee of the LICENSEE, or arising out of damage
to property real or personal alleged to have been caused in whole or in part by acts or
omissions of the LICENSEE or any business invitee of the LICENSEE or by anyone directly or
indirectly employed or working for the LICENSEE, including volunteers, in connection with the
license or use of the licensed property. The LICENSEE further undertakes to reimburse the
CITY for any damage to its real or personal property occurring in connection with the license or
use the licensed property by the LICENSEE or by any of its officers, agents or employees or
any of its business invitees, unless the damage is caused by the CITY.

8. The LICENSEE agrees to comply with, and conform to all laws of the State of
Connecticut, and to the ordinances, rules and regulations of the CITY relating to Health,
Nuisance, Fire Highways and Sidewalks, so far as the premises hereby licensed are, or may be
concerned.

9. The LICENSEE agrees that no accumulation of boxes, barrels, packages, waste paper,
or other articles shall be permitted in or upon the premises, and that it shall maintain the
premises in a neat and orderly condition. The LICENSEE agrees to remove or relocate all
private property placed upon the licensed premises whenever necessary to facilitate winter
sidewalk maintenance and snow removal activities.

The above referenced item was referred to me at the February 2001 meeting of the
Common Council for a report back in 30 days. With the help of Mr. Mario Ricozzi, I
have reviewed the Public Utility Department files concerning this matter. In the way of a
short summary, back in the early to mid 1990’s the City was making improvements to the
Upper Kohanza Reservoir Dam consistent with State DEP orders. During the
construction process of those improvements, we were able to stockpile approximately
10,000 cubic yards of topsoil that we had scooped up from the bottom of the reservoir. In
addition, we located other areas within the reservoir that we felt contained substantial
amounts of topsoil. It was our intent, at that time, to use that topsoil to assist us in
minimizing costs associated with closing the landfill. The landfill closure plan required
that six inches of topsoil be placed on the entire surface of the landfill. When we bid the
Landfill Closure project, we put in the proposal a provision that allowed the City to
provide the topsoil to the successful low bidder. It was for this purpose that we hired Mr.
Neri, namely to move the topsoil from its Upper Kohanza Reservoir location to the area
of the landfill so that the contractor at the landfill could place the six inches of topsoil
over the entire surface of the landfill. The attachments that I have enclosed for your
review and consideration are from our files and point to the dispute between Neri Sand &
Gravel and the City. If you review the attached correspondence you will find a number
of items written by the City, specifically Attorney Eric Gottschalk and me, and one piece
of correspondence addressed to Atty. Gottschalk from Mr. J. Brendan Sharkey.

Back in February 1998, I supported and Atty. Gottschalk offered Neri Sand & Gravel an

amount of $7,000 to settle this matter. I still support that proposed settlement and ask
you to give it cons ideration. If you would like to refer this to a subcommittee so you can

This is to follow up our meeting on Monday, February 2, 1998. While the meeting did not
produce an agreement regarding my client's pending claims against yours, it was at least helpful
that both sides were able to air their respective positions toward clarifying the issues.

To summarize, regarding the smaller "topsoil"” area of the excavation, the city maintains the
accuracy of the before- and after-surveys conducted by CCA which calculated a total of 14,900
cubic yards of material excavated. We now know that the "second after-survey" conducted by
CCA is worthless because a substantial portion of the area surveyed was under water. In the
meantime, my client maintains the position he first asserted in October, 1997 that because they
suggest a 25% shortage of material delivered by truckload, the CCA surveys must be inaccurate.

As to the area outside the surveyed "topsoil" area, the city cannot provide a surveyed analysis of
the material excavated because it does not have a before-survey of that area. Nonetheless, the

city currently believes that it is appropriate to extrapolate a yardage-per-truckload figure from the

surveyed area and apply it to the unsurveyed area. We continue to maintain that such a position
represents a unilateral and arbitrary change to the terms of the city's contract with my client.

Accordingly, my client has no choice but to continue to assert his claim. Specifically, my client
renews the demand he first made in October for an accurate, second survey of the topsoil area to
be conducted by his own licensed professional. In addition, we also would request your
assistance in securing any relevant data on the reservoir surveys from CCA for forwarding to our
own survey professional. In the clear absence of any reliable contrary evidence from the city, my
client maintains his full claim for all materials billed for the unsurveyed area, including
approximately $2,800 for "tailings" used to maintain traction on the primary access to and from
the excavation area, as well as interest on the unpaid balance accrued since November, 1997.

As I mentioned to you in our phone conversation yesterday, the city's previous offer for
settlement gives my client no incentive to withhold further action against the city. Only his full
amount in demand will cover the cost of his remaining payments to his subcontractors for their
work on this job. Nevertheless, my client has authorized me to explore a more reasonable
settlement figure with the city to avoid the future cost of litigation or arbitration.

To that end, I believe that $25,000 is an appropriate figure for a final resolution of my client's
claims. I arrive at that figure through the following considerations:

L. While it is clear that the burden of disproving the city's before- and after- calculations of
the "topsoil" area rests with us, that burden shifts entirely to the city for materials excavated
outside the surveyed area. For dll the reasons mentioned above I believe the city could never
successfully justify its position before a neutral adjudicator. Therefore, rather than "splitting the
difference” between the city's payment for 11.85 yards per load and my client's invoice for 16
yards per load, I believe the city will inevitably have to pay my client the additional 4.15 yards per
load, at $5.75 per yard, times 618 loads, or $14,747.00.

2. The approximately $2,800 in tailings referred to above 7 believe is not contested by the
general contractor or your clients, as the material was considered necessary and authorized at the
time to mamtain the operation. Please confirm my understanding of this matter with your client.

3. The balance of approximately $7,500.00 represents what you termed a "nuisance value”
to avoid the time and expense of litigating the survey results which produced a figure of 14,900
cubic yards of topsoil. For my client, this number would result in a $22,500 loss from his original
claim. We plan to find an explanation for CCA's survey results because, as Mr. Buckley himself
admitted on Monday, a 25% discrepancy is an extremely large gap. However, the practical
reality for both sides is that further investigation and litigation will be expensive, and there is a
value to both sides associated with avoiding that expense.

I would reiterate that this offer is intended only as an offer for settlement and in no way is offered
as a representation of my client's overall position with regard to his claims.

I'would hope that given the difficulty to both sides inherent in bringing and defending this action

further, the city would consider this offer favorably. In the meantime, please make arrangements
with the appropriate authorities to facilitate our access to the information we will need to analyze
the survey results.

I'look forward to your prompt reply.

This moming [ arranged to have a map sent to you for review. The map is entitled, “PARTIAL
TOPOGRAPHIC MAP SHOWING LIMITS OF TOPOGRAPHIC SURVEYS UPPER KOHANZA
RESERVOIR DANBURY, CONNECTICUT,” is dated 12/12/97 and was prepared by the engineering firm
of CCA of Brookfield, Connecticut. That map was prepared based upon field observations plotted on the
enclosed sketch (the sketch is attached to a fax from Ed Conroy of M&E to Bill Buckley on October 27,
1997).

From the map. CCA used a computer to calculate the volume of topsoil removed from the site in
two ways (grid method and average end method), the results of which were then averaged and rounded off
(see the enclosed sheet showing “topsoil quantity’). That volume (14,900 c.y.) was then used together
with the number of truck loads to calculate the average number of cubic yards of topsoil delivered per truck
load (that math was already sent to you). Based upon that calculation, the city then calculated the total
volume of cover material (as opposed to topsoil) delivered. By the way, if you would like to speak with
our contact at CCA, his name is Steve Latour. Mr. Latour can be reached at (203) 775-6207.

With the new maps and figures and the documentation that I forwarded to you earlier you should
now have enough information to not only follow the logic that we used but to replicate it if you wish to do
so. I've also enclosed a couple of letters that William Buckley sent to your client. As Mr. Buckley
indicated in his letter to Mr. Neri of November 4, 1997, “...if you feel that the survey was in error and can
point that out to me or if you feel that you excavated outside the survey area please bring that to my
attention.” [ understand that Mr. Neri has never advised Mr. Buckley that either scenario was applicable.

In the absence of that, I don’t think any basis exists for a change in our position. If you disagree, I
am sure that you will let me know.

Be advised that our purchase order with you and your
bid to us was based on a surveyed amount of material in place at Upper Kohanza Reservoir. We
specifically did not get into a bid that measured the volume in a truck and specifically bid the
amount of topsoil to be moved based on an in-place survey at the reservoir site. Any attempt to
adjust the manner in which the material is to be measured is not acceptable to the City of
Danbury. Be advised that I have authorized payment in full, and I have been informed that
payment in full has been made, based on the survey performed. That survey indicated that a total
of 14,900 yards of material was moved.

As previously discussed, if you feel that the survey was in error and can point that out to
me or if you feel that you excavated outside the survey area please bring that to my attention. Be
advised that it is our intent to close the valve and fill the reservoir as quickly as possible so that
any questions or comments relative to the survey area should be brought to my attention

The City Of Danbury entered into purchase orders with Neri Sand and Gravel in 1997 to
remove topsoil and cover soil from Upper Kohanza Reservoir for use at the Danbury
Landfill. The purchase orders were based on an amount of $ 5.75 per cubic yard removed
from the reservoir and delivered to the landfill. The amount removed was to be based on
pre and post excavation surveys. At the end of the work, Neri Sand and Gravel disputed
the amount measured by survey and filed a December 1997 claim for additional money.
They placed the value of the claim at between $ 25,000 and $ 41,000.

After several discussions, the City made an offer of $ 7,000 in February 1998. This was not
accepted at the time. Neri Sand and Gravel recently reopened the issue with the City.
Subject to your approval, we have agreed on the 1998 settlement offer of $ 7,000. |
recommend the amount of $ 7,000 be approved to settle this claim along with any
agreement requirements Corporation Counsel may have. We also need to designate the
source of the funds should you agree to the amount.

For him to go outside the survey area might appear to someone to be a deliberate
attempt to make the contractual agreement void. With respect to paragraph 3 on page 2 of Mr. Sharkey’s
letter, while I might agree that the 25% discrepancy is extremely large, I certainly do not necessarily agree
that it is entirely a result of the “fluffing” factor. We did not physically count the number of scopes that
Mr. Neri put on each truck and we did not physically observe the placement of loads on the truck. Keep in

mind that the vendor has indicated that the maximum load for a bucket, as indicated by the stamp on the
side of the bucket that was used on this job, is approximately 2.07 cubic yards. Based on Mr. Neri’s
explanation in Jack’s office, he placed six scopes on each truck. This would only be slightly better than 12
yards on a truck and would be much closer to our payment figure of 11.85 than to the 16 yards per truck
that he is claiming. I personally believe that a neutral adjudicator would invariable rule in favor of the City
in this matter.

I"d also like to point out to you that contrary to Mr. Sharkey’s claim in Paragraphs 2 and 3, Mr.
Neri never maintained in October of 1997 that CCA’s surveys must be inaccurate. It wasn’t until the
meeting in Jacks’ office that I had ever heard that Mr. Neri felt that the surveys were inaccurate. Further at
the meeting in Jack’s office, I also heard for the first time that Mr. Neri felt that he excavated outside of the
survey area. I should also point out to you that when Mr. Neri, the person who was operating the excavator
for the entire length of the project, showed where he had excavated outside of the surveyed area, he was
pointing to the roadway. Mr. Sharkey tried to tell Mr. Neri that that was not the place that he had
excavated outside the survey area, however, I would remind you that I never observed Mr. Sharkey on the
site nor do I think he was on the site at anytime during this project.

(4) That such judgment may issue without further notice.

Whenever a violation of such an ordinance occurs, proof of the registration number of
the motor vehicle involved shall be prima facie evidence in all proceedings provided
for in this section that the owner of such vehicle was the operator thereof; provided,
the limitations on the liability of a lessee under Section 14-107 of the Connecticut
General Statutes shall apply.
