Dear Mayor Boughton and Members of the Council:

You may recall as part of the City’s historic preservation efforts, the City adopted legislation
which resulted in the formation of a Historic Properties Commission (“the Commission”)
and the designation of the Danbury Music Center formerly the Old Library as a historic
property. In order to enhance Danbury’s role in historic preservation the Commission is
currently in the process of submitting an application for Certified Local Government
(“CLG”) status with the Connecticut Commission on Culture and Tourism. The CLG
program is designed to promote the preservation of historic sites, structures, objects and
buildings by establishing a partnership between local governments and the State which seeks
to encourage and expand local involvement in preservation issues. By participating in the
CLG program, Danbury will receive the benefits of participation in the designation of
properties for nomination to the National Register and be eligible to apply to the State
Historic Preservation Officer for matching grant funds.

A necessary requirement of CLG application process is that the Mayor executes a
Certification Agreement between the State of Connecticut by and through the Connecticut
Commission on Culture and Tourism, as well as any other necessary forms and certifications
on behalf of the City. A copy of the Certification Agreement is enclosed. Toward that end,
the Historic Properties Commission respectfully requests that the Council favorably pass the
attached resolution authorizing the Mayor to execute all documentation necessary to
effectuate that purpose. The attached resolution has been prepared by Attorney Robin
Edwards of the Office of the Corporation Counsel.

Re: Application for Certified Local Government Status

WHEREAS, the City of Danbury wishes to continue its historic preservation efforts through the
submittal of an application to the Connecticut Commission on Culture and Tourism for Certified Local
Government Status (“CLG”) as developed under 101(c)(1) of the National Historic Preservation Act of
1966 as amended; and

WHEREAS, the City of Danbury has already commenced the process to meet the CLG eligibility
requirements through adopting legislation in 2008 pursuant to C.G.S. Section 7-147p. et seq.,
establishing a Historic Properties Commission and designating the Danbury Music Center, formerly
the Old Library as a historic property; and

WHEREAS, the City of Danbury wishes to continue to work closely with the Connecticut
Commission on Culture and Tourism and to avail itself of grant funding and any other opportunities
which it may become eligible to apply for upon achieving CLG status and designation; and

WHEREAS, the City of Danbury hereby recognizes that as part of the CLG application process it is
necessary for the City of Danbury to execute a Certification Agreement between the State of
Connecticut by and through the Connecticut Commission on Culture & Tourism.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the City Council of the City of Danbury hereby
authorizes Mayor Mark D. Boughton to take all actions necessary to apply for CLG status, to execute
the Certification Agreement Between the State of Connecticut by and through the Connecticut
Commission on Culture and Tourism and to further execute any and all additional documents
necessary to effectuate the purposes hereof. ‘
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CERTIFICATION AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE STATE OF CONNECTICUT
BY AND THROUGH THE
CONNECTICUT COMMISSION ON CULTURE & TOURISM
AND THE CITY OF DANBURY

WHEREAS the Congress of the United States, in order to extend the state and federal
preservation partnership to the local level, has required approved state historic preservation
programs to cooperate with local governments in developing local historic preservation programs
and establishing Certified Local Governments under 101(c)(1) of the National Historic
Preservation Act of 1966, as amended (the Act); and

WHEREAS Certified Local Government (CLQG) status provides communities with the
opportunity to enhance the local government’s role in preservation by formalizing and
strengthening the local preservation program and its links with the Connecticut Commission on
Culture & Tourism (the Commission); and

WHEREAS the CLG will prepare and review National Register nominations for local
approval prior to State Review Board consideration and will qualify to compete for 10% of the
funds annually allocated to the Commission through the Historic Preservation Fund (HPF) of the
Department of the Interior which the Commission is required to set aside for CLGs; and

WHEREAS the State of Connecticut by and through the Connecticut Commission on
Culture & Tourism has promulgated “Procedures for Certified Local Government Program in
Connecticut” (the Procedures) and desires to assist the City of Danbury, Connecticut, in

becoming certified and to detail the specific responsibilities of the City of Danbury, Connecticut,
as a CLG; and

WHEREAS the City of Danbury, Connecticut desires to participate in the CLG Program
by becoming a Certified Local Government and thereby receive the benefits of participation in
the designation of properties for nomination to the National Register and eligibility to apply to
the State Historic Preservation Officer for matching funds;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits derived herefrom, the State
of Connecticut, by and through the Connecticut Commission on Culture & Tourism, One
Constitution Plaza, Hartford, Connecticut, and the City of Danbury, Connecticut, under the
authority of Connecticut General Statutes Sec. 7-147a-y, 10-321(b)(10,11), 10-321b(c), and 10-
3211(b), pursuant to the requirements of the Act and 36 CFP 61 .3(1), covenant and agree on this

day of , 2010, that the City of Danbury, Connecticut, as a CLG acknowledges and
assumes the following responsibilities:

1. Enforce the local legislation adopted pursuant to Connecticut Statute Section 7-
147a-y, for the designation and protection of historic properties in accordance
with the Procedures, and in accordance with rules and regulations which have
been or may be promulgated by the Commission;

Enforce applicable historic preservation and other legislation of the State, and
rules and regulations which have been or may be promulgated by the
Commission; '

Establish pursuant to laws of the State and local ordinances an adequate and
qualified historic preservation review commission composed of professional and
lay members who have a demonstrated interest, competence or knowledge in
historic preservation in accordance with the Procedures;

Maintain a system for the survey and inventory of historic properties pursuant to
the guidelines and formats established by the Commission in accordance with the

Procedures;

Participate in the National Register Program in Connecticut through the
preparation and review of National Register nominations prior to State Review
Board consideration in accordance with the Procedures;

Provide for adequate public participation in the historic preservation program,
including the process of recommending properties to the National Register, in
accordance with Connecticut General Statutes, Section 1-21a-k and the

Procedures;

Keep such records as the Secretary of the Interior, the State, the Commission or
the State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO) shall prescribe, including records
which fully disclose the disposition by the CLG of the proceeds of funds received,
the total cost of any project or undertaking in connection with the funding, and the
amount and nature of that portion of the cost of such a project undertaking
supplied by other source, and such other records as will facilitate an effective

audit;

Maintain adequate financial management system in accordance with the standards
specified in OMB Circular A-102, Attachment G, “Standards for Grantee

Financial Management System”;

Maintain a financial system which is auditable in accordance with the General
Accounting Office’s “Standards for Audit of Governmental Organizations,
Programs, Activities, and Functions”;

Adhere to all requirements of the “National Register Program Manual” which sets
forth administrative procedures and policies for Historic Preservation Fund (HPF)
grants awarded by the Secretary of the Interior;

Adhere to any requirements mandated by Congress, the State, the Commission for
the SHPO regarding the use of funds from Historic Preservation Fund Grants;

Not apply transferred HPF monies as a matching share for any other federal grant
unless specifically permitted under federal law and following prior approval by
the SHPO;

Participate in Commission training sessions designed to provide a working
knowledge of the CLG’s responsibilities under the Connecticut National Register
Program, and an understanding of the rules and operations of federal, state and
local preservation programs, in accordance with the Procedures;

Fully cooperate with the Commission in its triennial review of the CLG and
submit to the Commission office the annual reports of the CLG, records of
administration of funds allocated from the HPF , and other documents as
necessary, in accordance with the Procedures;

Upon notification by the Commission that the performance of the CLG is not up
to satisfactory level, either (a) implement improvements within 120 days; or (b) if
it fails to do so, acquiesce in a recommendation by the Commission to the
Secretary of the Interior that the municipality be decertified as a CLG in
accordance with the Procedures;

Satisfactorily perform its responsibilities as desi gnated by the State, the
Commission, or the SHPO; and

Adhere to all applicable provisions of the Procedures.
