Program:

14 years of age (having completed the eighth grade) or 15 through 21 years of age
Maintain a “C” average

Successful completion of a background investigation

Good standing within the community

Parental approval if under 18 years of age




What you get out of being a Police Explorer:

The Danbury Police Explorer Post provides a positive experience for young people who are
interested in learning and developing skills that will assist them in whatever career they choose.
Explorers become positive role models for their peers and young children. Members serve the
community while gaining career development experience.

Law Enforcement Exploring:

The Law Enforcement Exploring Program is a training program for young people who have an
interest in a career in Law Enforcement. Members of the Danbury Police Explorer Post help the
community, learn leadership skills, and assist police officers. Through the Exploring Program,
Explorers gain experience by riding along with police officers, working in the Police Headquarters
building, attending a 130-hour academy, helping with police training and more.
