Danbury, CT — The City of Danbury Department of Health and Human Services is working with community agencies
and healthcare providers in the community to expand access to COVID-19 testing in Danbury. There are a number of
places residents can get tested in Danbury.

Our goal is to have COVID-19 testing easily accessible for all. The two federally qualified health centers (FQHC) in
Danbury are providing FREE COVID-19 testing to all, regardless of their ability to pay, insurance status, or immigration
status.

The Connecticut Institute for Communities, Inc. (CIFC) Greater Danbury Community Health Center (GDCHC), is
working with local houses of worship to offer free COVID-19 testing for congregants on their sites of worship. Offering
COVID-19 testing is part of their mission to help meet the needs of the Greater Danbury community during this
pandemic, and CIFC GDCHC would like to offer such testing in places where people feel most comfortable.

This service is
recommended to facilities/organizations that intend to provide testing services to its clients or members. Testing is open to
all and is free of charge.
